
TRÒ GÍA CUÛA NGÖÔØI TÍN ÑOÀ  
           CÖÙU THEÁ GIAÙO  (Kyø III) 
Chuùa Jesus: Ñoäc Ñaùo, Baát Khaû Saùnh Vaø Dieäu Kyø 
Trong Söï Taùi Laâm Cuûa Ngaøi.  
 Chuùa Jesus daãn chieáu veà chính Ngaøi, khi Ngaøi phaùn: 
“Naày, Ngaøi ngöï ñeán trong nhöõng ñaùm maây, moïi con maét seõ troâng 
thaáy Ngaøi, thaäm chí nhöõng keû ñaõ ñaâm Ngaøi, cuøng heát thaûy caùc daân 
toäc treân ñaát seõ keâu khoùc vì côù Ngaøi. Thaät vaäy, Amen. Chuùa phaùn: 
“Ta laø Alpha vaø Omega, nguyeân khôûi vaø cuoái cuøng, laø Ñaáng Toaøn 
Löïc  hieän coù, ñaõ coù, vaø seõ ñeán” (Khaûi thò 1:7-8).  Thaùnh Thi 89:6 cuõng 
noùi tieân tri veà söï taùi laâm cuûa Ngaøi: “Bôûi treân thieân thöôïng, ai coù 
theå saùnh vôùi CHUÙA? Ai trong nhöõng con trai cuûa caùc thaàn coù theå 
gioáng nhö CHUÙA?” Chuùa Jesus seõ trôû laïi, laàn ñaàu chæ vì nhöõng ai 
tin nôi Ngaøi, ñeå caát hoï leân thieân giôùi. Khoaûng baûy naêm sau, Ngaøi 
seõ ñeán theá gian naày, hieän roõ trong nhöõng ñaùm maây vinh quang, ñeå 
phaùn xeùt theá gian vaø thieát laäp Vöông quoác Ngaøi. Moïi ñieàu trong 
lòch söû theá giôùi seõ höôùng veà söï trôû laïi cuûa Ngaøi.  
 Tieán só Theo Lehmann vieát veà söï quan heä töông lai nhö 
sau: “ÔÛ ñaây, Ñaáng Christ, Chuùa Soáng Laïi, phaùn raèng. Chuùa Jesus 
khoâng thuoäc veà nhöõng keû hieän ôû ñaây trong choác laùt, roài bieán maát 
trong söông muø cuûa lòch söû. Danh Ngaøi khoâng thuoäc veà nhöõng keû 
trong giôùi truyeàn thoâng cuûa moät thôøi, roài bò laõng queân sau vaøi 
naêm... Ngaøi laø ñaàu nhaát, Ñaáng Saùng Taïo theá gian naày, vaø Ngaøi 
cuõng laø Ñaáng sau cuøng. Khi taát caû ñeàu bieán maát, caùc thaàn vaø caùc 
hình töôïng, caùc theå cheá, caùc trieát lyù, caùc nhaø saùng laäp cöôøng baïo 
cuûa nhöõng heä tö töôûng lôùn, töøng aùp ñaët caùc caáu truùc, töøng khoáng 
cheá caùc nôi löu ñaøy; khi taát caû ñeàu bieán maát khoûi nhöõng khung 
cöûa soå töø caùc dinh thöï cuûa hoï; khi hoï bò laät ñoå khoûi caùc chöùc vò; 
khi hoï rôi xuoáng khoûi caùc löng ngöïa, khoûi caùc töôïng ñaøi treân cao; 
khi hoï trôû veà cuøng buïi ñaát – bò töø boû vaø laõng queân, khi troïn theá 
gian naày ñaõ suïp ñoå: Chuùa Jesus vaãn coøn ñoù. Baïn seõ khoâng bao giôø 
gaëp laïi caùc thaàn vaø caùc töôïng cuûa quùa khöù vaø ngaøy nay. Nhöng Baïn seõ 
gaëp Chuùa Jesus. Ngaøi laø cuoái cuøng cuûa lòch söû, vaø cuõng laø cuoái cuøng cuûa 
ñôøi Baïn. “ 
 Saùch Söù ñoà 10:42 daïy raèng: “Ngaøi ñaõ truyeàn leänh cho 
chuùng toâi phaûi rao giaûng cho caùc daân, vaø minh chöùng raèng chính 
Ngaøi ñaõ ñöôïc Thöôïng Ñeá taán phong laøm Quan Aùn cho nhöõng 
ngöôøi soáng vaø keû cheát.” Ñieàu naày nghóa laø thôøi ñieåm xaûy ñeán khi 
moïi ngöôøi seõ phaûi ñöùng haàu tröôùc moät Chuùa ñoäc ñaùo, baát khaû 
saùnh vaø dieäu kyø – moät soá seõ ñöùng haàu tröôùc Ngaøi vôùi tö caùch ñöôïc 
cöùu vónh vieãn, vaø nhöõng ai ñaõ khöôùc töø moùn quaø cöùu ñoä thieân 
thöôïng cuûa Ngaøi thì seõ ñöùng haàu tröôùc Ngaøi trong traïng thaùi vónh 
vieãn cheát maát linh hoàn. Ñoù laø lyù do Baïn phaûi trôû neân moät tín ñoà 
Cöùu theá giaùo vaø ñöøng töø choái Ngaøi nöõa!  
 Söù ñoà Paul ñaõ coá söùc choáng cöï Chuùa Jesus, song khi 
Chuùa gaëp Paul, chuùng ta ñoïc: “Vaø khi heát thaûy chuùng toâi teù ngaõ 
xuoáng ñaát, toâi nghe tieáng phaùn vôùi toâi baèng ngoân ngöõ Hebrew: 
‘Saul, Saul, sao ngöôi haønh haïi Ta? Thaät khoå cho ngöôi ñaù vaøo 
nhöõng muõi nhoïn” (Söù ñoà 26:14). Caùc nhaø bình luaän Kinh Thaùnh giaûi 
thích raèng ñaây laø moät thaønh ngöõ nguï ngoân cuûa ngöôøi Greeks (Hi-laïp). 
Hình aûnh moät con löøa ngoan coá phaûi bò ñau ñôùn hôn khi noù ñaù vaøo ñaàu 
nhoïn caây thuùc cuûa ngöôøi laùi noù. YÙ nghóa cuûa bieåu thöùc naày laø: “Ngöôi coá 
söùc choáng cöï Ta voâ ích.” 
 Chuùa Jesus cuõng ñoäc ñaùo trong söï kieän Ngaøi khoâng xa laùnh caùc 
toäi nhaân. Ngaøi ñeán vôùi hoï. Do nguyeân côù naày maø Ngaøi ñeán theá gian, chòu 
cheát vaø soáng laïi. Ngaøi thöông yeâu Baïn trong khi khoâng ai laøm ñöôïc, vaø 
Ngaøi ñeán vôùi Baïn hoâm nay vôùi taát caû tình yeâu voâ löôïng cuûa Ngaøi.                                                 

            IT PAYS TO BE A CHRISTIAN 
   (Part III) 
Jesus: Unique, Incomparable And Wondcrfu1 In 
His Return. 
  The Lord was referring to Himself when He said: 
"Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see him, and 
they also which pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth shall 
wail because of him. Even so, Amen. I am Alpha and Omega, the 
beginning and the ending, saith the Lord, which is, and which was, 
and which is to come, the Almighty".   Psalm 89:6 is prophetically 
speaking of His return,  “For who in the heaven can be compared 
unto the LORD? Who among the sons of the mighty can be likened 
unto the LORD?' Jesus will return, at first only for those who 
believe in Him, to take them to heaven. About seven years later. 
He will come to this earth visibly in the clouds of glory to judge 
the world and establish His kingdom. Everything in world history 
is moving towards His return. 
   Dr. Theo Lehmann wrote this concerning the future: 
"Here Christ, the Risen Lord, is speaking. Jesus does not belong to 
those who are here for a while and then disappear in the fog of 
history. His name does not belong to those that are in the media 
for a time and after a few years are forgotten... He is the first, the 
Creator of this world - and He is the last. When they have all 
disappeared, the gods and idols, the systems, the philosophies, the 
mighty builders of great ideologies, of imposing buildings, of 
oppressing places of exile, when they have all disappeared from 
the windows of their palaces, when they have toppled from their 
positions, when they have come down from their high horses and 
statues, when they have returned to dust - forgotten and forsaken, 
when this whole world has fallen: Jesus will still be there. The 
gods and idols of the past and of today, you will never meet again. 
But you will meet Jesus. He is at the end of history, and also at 
the end of your life." 
   

Acts 10:42 says: "And he commanded us to preach unto 
the people, and to testify that it is he which was ordained of God to 
be the Judge of quick and dead." This means nothing other than 
that the moment is coming when every person will have to stand 
before the unique, incomparable and wonderful Lord – some will 
stand before Him as eternally saved, and those who have rejected 
His divine offer of salvation will stand before Him eternally lost. 
That is why you should become a Christian and not resist Him any 
longer! 
   Paul tried to resist Jesus, but when the Lord met Paul, we 
read: "And when we were all fallen to the earth, I heard a voice 
speaking unto me, and saying in the Hebrew tongue, Saul, Saul, 
why persecutest thou me? It is hard for thee to kick against the 
pricks" (Acts 26:14). Bible commentators explain that this is a 
proverbial expression of the Greeks. The picture is of a stubborn 
mule that brings greater pain upon itself when it kicks out at the 
goad of the driver. The meaning of the expression is, "You are 
trying to resist Me in vain." 
   Jesus is also unique in that He does not withdraw from 
sinners; He turns to them. For this reason He came to the earth, 
died and rose again. He loves you as no other person does, and He 
is approaching you today in all of His great love. 



Chæ rieâng Ngaøi coù quyeàn löïc tha thöù taát caû toäi loãi cuûa Baïn, tieáp 
ñoùn Baïn vaøo Vöông quoác cuûa Ngaøi, vaø ban cho Baïn söï soáng 
tröôøng cöûu. Baïn coù muoán naém laáy baøn tay Ngaøi ñang voùi ñeán Baïn 
hoâm nay chaêng? 
Chuùa Jesus: Ñoäc Ñaùo, Baát Khaû Saùnh Vaø Dieäu Kyø 
Trong Vieäc Töôûng Thöôûng Con Daân Ngaøi Treân 
Thieân Giôùi. 
 Con daân Thöôïng Ñeá seõ nhaän moät thaân theå töông töï nhö 
thaân theå vinh quang cuûa Ngaøi.  
 Trong khi chuùng ta coøn soáng, chuùng ta soáng trong moät 
thaân theå deã cheát, leä thuoäc bònh taät, tuoåi taùc vaø sau cuøng laø söï cheát. 
Thaân theå chuùng ta bò giôùi haïn vaø mang nhöõng daáu chöùng toäi loãi. 
Trong ngaøy Caát Leân (hoaëc söï soáng laïi cuûa nhöõng keû cheát, neáu 
chuùng ta phaûi cheát tröôùc bieán coá Caát Leân), Chuùa seõ ban cho con 
daân Ngaøi moät thaân theå vinh quang. “Bôûi chuùng ta laø coâng daân 
thieân quoác; cuõng töø ñoù chuùng ta troâng chôø Ñöùc Chuùa Jesus Christ, 
Ñaáng Cöùu Ñoä: laø Ñaáng nhôø naêng löïc coù theå baét phuïc taát caû moïi 
vaät döôùi quyeàn Ngaøi, seõ bieán ñoåi thaân theå baïi hoaïi cuûa chuùng ta, 
haàu taân trang gioáng nhö thaân theå vinh quang cuûa Ngaøi” (Phil. 3:20-
21). 
 Chuùng ta ñöôïc goïi “... ñeå nhaän laõnh vinh quang cuûa Chuùa 
Jesus Christ” (II Thess. 2:14). Moät aân hueä thaät lôùn lao! Moät vinh döï 
thaät cao quùi! Thaân theå chuùng ta seõ gioáng nhö thaân theå vinh quang 
Ngaøi. Ñieàu naày khoâng coù nghóa laø chuùng ta seõ gioáng Chuùa trong 
thaàn taùnh Ngaøi, maø gioáng nhö theå daïng Ngaøi. Chuùng ta seõ bieán 
theå khaùc, song vaãn coøn nhaän daïng nhö nhöõng caù nhaân. Thaân theå 
môùi naày seõ khoâng bò hö naùt, nhöng seõ thích nghi vôùi nhöõng traïng 
thaùi treân thieân giôùi.     
 
Con Daân Cuûa Thöôïng Ñeá Seõ Laø Nhöõng Ngöôøi Thöøa 
Töï Thöôïng Ñeá   
        Thaùnh thö Ephesians 1:18 daïy raèng chuùng ta seõ laø nhöõng 
keá töï  cuûa Thöôïng Ñeá: “...Ñoâi maét thoâng hieåu cuûa anh em ñöôïc 
soi saùng: haàu cho anh em coù theå bieát theá naøo laø hy voïng nôi tieáng 
goïi cuûa Ngaøi, vaø theá naøo laø truø phuù vinh quang trong quyeàn thöøa 
keá cuûa caùc thaùnh.” Treân thieân giôùi vónh cöûu, tröôùc caùc thieân söù 
cuûa Thöôïng Ñeá, caùc tín ñoà trong Ñaáng Christ seõ ñöôïc nhaän dieän 
laø con trai vaø con gaùi cuûa Ñaáng Thieân Phuï. Laø con daân cuûa 
Thöôïng Ñeá, chuùng ta seõ laø nhöõng ngöôøi thöøa höôûng nhöõng truø phuù 
trong vinh quang cuûa Thöôïng Ñeá. Söï kieän naày vöôït quùa töôûng 
töôïng cuûa taát caû quyeàn löïc. Khoâng quyeàn löïc naøo coù theå lôùn hôn. 
 Neáu Baïn ñaõ tieáp nhaän Chuùa Jesus vaøo loøng Baïn vaø ñang böôùc 
theo Ngaøi, thì Baïn seõ ñöôïc döï phaàn trong heát thaûy boån tính cuûa Ngaøi vaø 
taát caû nhöõng gì thuoäc veà Ngaøi. Noùi caùch khaùc, Baïn seõ ñöôïc döï phaàn trong 
taát caû vinh quang thieân thöôïng. 
 Laøm ngöôøi thöøa keá cuûa Thöôïng Ñeá nghóa laø khoâng khieám 
khuyeát ñieàu gì. Moïi söï ñeàu phong phuù vaø ñeïp ñeõ khoâng theå töôûng töôïng 
treân thieân ñaøng. Kinh Thaùnh moâ taû trong saùch Khaûi thò 21 & 22 veà thieân 
ñaøng thaät ñaùng kính sôï: 
*     Vaät lieäu kieán truùc caùc vaùch thaønh Jerusalem thieân thöôïng ñeàu baèng  
ngoïc thaïch. 
*  Thieân thaønh vaø caùc con ñöôøng ñeàu baèng vaøng troâng nhö göông. Thaäm 
chí, chuùng ta khoâng theå töôûng töôïng kieåu caùch traùng leä naày.  
*   Neàn moùng caùc vaùch ñöôïc trang ñieåm baèng nhöõng vieân ñaù quùi  
tinh xaûo nhaát, vaø 12 cöûa vaøo thieân thaønh goàm coù 12 vieân ngoïc trai lôùn 
baèng coång thaønh. 
*  Töø ngai Thöôïng Ñeá vaø Chieân Con, chaûy ra moät doøng soâng nöôùc söï 
soáng laáp laùnh nhö thuûy tinh.                                                         

He alone has the power to forgive all of your sins, to receive you 
into His kingdom and to give you eternal life.

Jesus: Unique, Incomparable And Wonderful In His 
Heavenly Reward For His Children. 
   

Children of God will receive a body that is similar to His 
glorious body. 
   While we are alive, we live in a mortal body that is 
subject to sickness, age and ultimately death. Our body is limited 
and bears the marks of sin. On the day of the Rapture (or the 
resurrection of the dead, should we die before the Rapture) the 
Lord will give His children a glorious body, "For our conversation 
is in heaven; from whence also we look for the Saviour, the Lord 
Jesus Christ: who shall change our vile body, that it may be 
fashioned like unto his glorious body, according to the working 
whereby he is able even to subdue all things unto himself" 
(Philippians 3:20-21). 
   We are called "... to the obtaining of the glory of our Lord 
Jesus Christ" (2nd Thessalonians 2:14). What a great privilege! What an 
honor! Our bodies will be like His glorious body. That does not 
mean that we will be like the Lord in His divinity, but we will 
resemble Him. We will look different, but we will still be 
recognizable as individuals. This new body will no longer be 
subject to decay, but will be suited to the conditions of heaven. 

 
 
Children Of God Will Be Heirs Of God 
         

Ephesians 1:18 says that we will be heirs of God, "...The 
eyes of your understanding being enlightened: that ye know what is 
the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his 
inheritance in the saints." Believers in Christ will be revealed in 
the eternal heavens before the angels of God as sons and     
daughters of the heavenly Father. As children of God, we will be 
heirs to the riches of God's glory. This surpasses all of the powers 
of imagination. There can be nothing greater. 
         
 

If you have received Jesus into your heart and are 
following Him, you will take part in all that God is and all that     
belongs to Him. In other words, you will take part in all of 
heaven's glory. 
        To be God's heir means to lack nothing. Everything will 
be in abundance and unimaginably beautiful in heaven. The     
Bible contains an awesome description of heaven in Revelation 
21 and 22: 
*   The building material of the walls of the heavenly Jerusalem will be 
jasper. 
*   The city and its streets will be of gold, like glass. We cannot even 
imagine this type of splendor. 
*  The wa11s foundations will be embellished with the finest 
precious stones and the twelve doors  of entrance into the city will 
consist of twelve pearls that are as  large as the city gatc. 
*   From the throne of God and the Lamb will proceed a river of 
the water of life, sparkling like crystal. 



Coù moät laàn, moät ngöôøi naøo ñoù noùi ñieàu naày lieân quan 
ñeán söï vinh hieån thieân thöôïng: “Chuùng ta khoâng phaûi traû gì caû, 
song chuùng ta töøng traûi moïi thöù – khoâng phaûi trong moät phuùt hay 
moät giôø, song troïn vónh cöûu.” Taïi sao? Bôûi Chuùa Jesus ñaõ traû troïn 
giaù cöùu ñoä cho chuùng ta. Ngaøi ñaõ traû cho chuùng ta nhaäp phí vaøo 
thieân ñaøng baèng chính huyeát Ngaøi (Heb. 10:19-20).    

Con Daân Cuûa Thöôïng Ñeá Seõ Soáng Vôùi Thöôïng Ñeá 
Cuøng Ñaáng Christ Jesus 

Chính Chuùa Jesus ñaõ höùa vôùi chuùng ta ñieàu naày khi Ngaøi 
phaùn: “Trong nhaø Thieân Phuï Ta coù nhieàu dinh thöï... Ta ñi chuaån 
bò moät choã cho caùc ngöôi. Vaø neáu Ta ñi vaø chuaån bò moät choã cho 
caùc ngöôi, thì Ta seõ trôû laïi ñoùn caùc ngöôi veà vôùi Ta, haàu caùc ngöôi 
cuõng coù theå ôû nôi cuûa Ta” (John 14:2-3). Moät ngaøy kia, chuùng ta seõ 
soáng vôùi Thöôïng Ñeá. Heát thaûy quyeàn löïc suy töôûng bôûi loaøi ngöôøi 
khoâng ñuû maïnh ñeå hieåu ñöôïc söï vinh quang trong nhaø Thieân Phuï. 
Duø vaäy, sau ñaây laø nhöõng ñieàu chuùng ta coù theå bieát ñöôïc: 
*  Chính Thöôïng Ñeá laø kieán truùc sö cuûa ngoâi nhaø naày.Theo saùch 
Hebrews 11:10, Ngaøi laø “ngöôøi xaây caát vaø taïo döïng” nôi cö nguï tröôøng 
cöûu naày. 
*   Caùc ngoâi nhaø naày ñeïp ñeõ baát khaû saùnh, bôûi chuùng ñöôïc taïo neân khoâng 
do baøn tay ngöôøi, song xaây döïng baèng quyeàn löïc Thöôïng Ñeá (II Cor. 5:1). 
*   Nôi cö nguï thieân thöôïng naày khoâng caàn baát cöù aùnh saùng nhaân taïo hay 
thieân nhieân. Khoâng nhôø maët trôøi hay maët traêng, bôûi aùnh vinh quang cuûa 
Thöôïng Ñeá raïng ngôøi cuøng aùnh saùng cuûa Chieân Con Thöôïng Ñeá laø 
Chuùa Cöùu Theá Jesus (Khaûi thò 21:23). 

*    Trong ngoâi nhaø thieân thöôïng naày seõ thöøa choã cho moïi ngöôøi 
tin nôi Ñaáng Christ Jesus, ñeán töø moïi thôøi kyø vaø moïi daân toäc.  
*    Con daân cuûa Thöôïng Ñeá seõ lieân hoan moät leã hoäi töông giao 
tröôøng cöûu vôùi Thöôïng Ñeá Thieân Phuï vaø Chuùa Jesus Christ. 

 Chuùng ta ñoïc trong Khaûi thò 21:3 veà leã hoäi naày huy 
hoaøng  

khoâng theå töôûng töôïng: “Vaø toâi coù nghe moät tieáng noùi lôùn töø trôøi 
raèng: ‘Naày, ñeàn taïm cuûa Thöôïng Ñeá ôû cuøng loaøi ngöôøi, vaø Ngaøi seõ 
ngöï trong hoï, vaø hoï seõ laø con daân Ngaøi, vaø chính Ngaøi laø Thöôïng 
Ñeá cuûa hoï vaø seõ ôû cuøng hoï.’” Thieân ñaøng laø moät nôi hoan hæ 
khoâng theå taû vaø phöôùc haïnh tuyeät vôøi, bôûi Thöôïng Ñeá ngöï giöõa 
voøng con daân Ngaøi. Khoâng moät dieän maïo tieâu cöïc naøo cuûa theá 
gian ñöôïc xuaát hieän taïi ñoù (Khaûi thò 21:27). 
 Thieân ñaøng ñöôïc so saùnh nhö moät tieäc cöôùi, vó ñaïi nhaát 
hôn taát caû nhöõng cuoäc lieân hoan. 
 John 16:20,22 vaø 24 daïy raèng heát thaûy nhöõng buoàn raàu seõ 
trôû thaønh nieàm vui, vaø nieàm vui tuyeät haõo naày seõ khoâng bao giôø 
caát ñi khoûi chuùng ta. 
 Söù ñoà Peter vieát raèng: “Chuùa Jesus Christ... Ñaáng maø 
anh em kính yeâu duø khoâng thaáy Ngaøi; duø baây giôø anh em khoâng 
thaáy Ngaøi maø vaãn tin Ngaøi, anh em hoan hæ vôùi nieàm vui khoâng theå 
taû traøn ñaày vinh quang” (I Peter 1:8). 

 Trong aùnh saùng ñieàu naày, chuùng ta cuõng coù theå hieåu  
nhöõng lôøi cuûa Chuùa Jesus: “... haõy vui möøng, bôûi teân caùc ngöôi ñaõ 
ñöôïc ghi ôû treân trôøi” (Luke 10:20). 
 Caùc giaùc quan cuûa chuùng ta cuõng traøn ñaày vui thoûa; ñaây laø ñieàu 
giuùp toâi hieåu ñöôïc nhöõng lôøi daïy trong I Cor. 2:9: “Song nhö ñaõ ñöôïc 
cheùp (trong Isa. 64:3): Maét chöa thaáy, tai chöa nghe,  cuõng chöa nhaän 
ñöôïc vaøo loøng ngöôøi, nhöõng ñieàu maø Thöôïng Ñeá ñaõ chuaån bò cho nhöõng 
keû kính yeâu Ngaøi.” 

Thieân ñaøng traøn ñaày söï soáng! ÔÛ ñoù khoâng thieáu moät thöù gì, bôûi 
khoâng chi coù theå theâm vaøo hoaëc caûi tieán nôi ñoù. Khoâng coù söï nhaøm chaùn, 
bôûi thieân ñaøng laø tuyeät haõo vaø voâ taän, ñoù laø söï tuyeät haõo cuûa moät ñôøi 
soáng toaøn veïn.                              

Someone once said this concerning the glory of heaven, 
`We do not pay anything, but we experience everything - not a 
minute or an hour but a whole eternity." Why? Because Jesus paid 
the entire price for our salvation. He paid for our entrance into 
heaven with His blood (Hebrews 10:19-20). 
 

Children Of God Will Live With God And Jesus 
Christ 

 
The Lord Jesus Himself promised us this when He said, 

"In my Father's house are many mansions... 1 go to prepare a 
place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come 
again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may 
be also" (John 14:2-3). One day we will live with God. All human 
powers of imagination are not powerful enough to comprehend 
the glory of the Father's house. What we may know, however, is the 
following: 
 
*   God Himself is the architect of this house. According to Hehrews 
11:10, He is the "builder and maker" of this eternal dwelling place. 
*    These  houses are incomparably beautiful because they are not made 
by the hands of men, but built through the power of God (2nd Cor. 5:1). 
*    This heavenly dwelling place does not need any natural or artificial 
light. It does not depend on the sun or the moon because God's glory  
illuminates it with the light of the Lamb of God, the Lord Jesus Christ 
(Rev. 21:23).                                                                       
*    There will be more than enough room in this heavenly home 
for every believer in Jesus Christ from all time and all nations. 
*    Children of God will celebrate an eternal feast in fellowship 
with God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. 

 We  read about this unimaginably beautiful feast in 
Revelation 21:3, "And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, 
Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with 
them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with 
them, and be their God."  Heaven is a place of unspeakable joy 
and perfect happiness because God dwells in the midst of His 
people. Not one single negative aspect of this world will be 
present there (Revelation 21:27). 

Heaven is compared to a wedding, the greatest of all 
celebrations.  

John 16:20,22 and 24 say that all sorrow will be turned 
into joy and that this perfect joy will never be taken away from us. 

 
Peter wrote "Jesus Christ... whom having not seen, ye 

love; in whom, though now ye see him not, yet believing, ye rejoice 
with joy unspeakable and full of glory" (1st Peter 1:8).

(Luke 10:20).

Isaiah 64:3), “Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered 
into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them 
that love him." 

There will be no lack of 
anything, for nothing can be added to it or improved upon. 
Boredom will be unknown because heaven is perfect and infinite; 
it is the perfection of a full life.

Hell is where all 
that eternal glory which we tried to describe with our inadequate 
words will not be. It is a place of eternal separation from  God   
and  that which  He has promised to Jesus' disciples. Hell is a 
place of torment for those who have not received forgiveness of 
their sins through the blood of the Lamb of God. 
 
 Jesus Christ is the only Redeemer who suffered for us in 
order to attain and guarantee our entrance into heaven. Only those 
who believe in Jesus and surrender their lives to Him and lay their 
guilt and sins at His feet will gain entrance into the kingdom of 
God. 

  Somebody once asked, "Why in the world do we flee 
from life, when we fear death? Why do we flee from the truth, 
when we are afraid of lies? Why do we remain on our crooked 
path, when the path of sin brings us to perdition? Jesus Christ is 
the way, the truth and the life. 

  Those who are against Jesus have no future. Yet 
everyone longs for life. That is the way we are made. The last 
part of the journey  seals our eternal damnation without Jesus. Yet 
people who are led by Jesus Christ have a glorious future. Their 
Lord is returning! In faith they see a new heaven and a new 
earth!" 

 
I will say it again: It really pays to be a Christian!
